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Recently I participated as one of three facilitators for 

a two-day Boundary Awareness Training for Authorized 
Ministers in our Western Association of the New York 
Conference, United Church of Christ.  At these events 
(which are held twice a year) we present and discuss 
various areas  which clergy should be mindful of so as 
not to create problems or potential problems for 
themselves or others.  These include actual or perceived 
misconduct in areas such as sexual, financial, dual 
relationships, use of social media (Facebook, Twitter, 
etc.), gifts, self-care, leave-taking and several more.  The 
training is mandated by our New York Conference every 
3 years for all Authorized Ministers as a way to keep 
abreast of existing and/or new areas to watch out for.  
At the conclusion of each two-day event, participants 
are asked to submit an evaluation form so we, as 
trainers, can learn where to improve our presentations 
and areas that are of interest to those attending.  
Inevitably, one of the responses on most all evaluations 
mentions the vast scope of potential boundaries that 
face clergy.  One attendee put it so well: it’s not easy 
following the Lord!!  How very true and insightful is this 
statement!  And it applies NOT just for clergy. 

I think it is fair to say that following the path which 
God desires of us in life is not easy for anyone.  I am 
drawn to that familiar passage from the prophet Micah 
that tells us: God has told you, O mortal, what is good: 
and what does the Lord require of you but to do justice, 
and to love kindness, and to walk humbly with your 
God! (Mic. 6:8  NRSV)   

Micah was not speaking to the “heathen” of his day 
to show them the way to salvation.  He was, in fact, 
speaking to people who already have made the decision 
to follow God but were not having much success.  These 
people to whom Micah was speaking had a dead faith 
which did not lead to living a holy life.  What Micah was 
telling these folk was: be fair and uplifting of all peoples, 
promoting all that God has promised his covenant 
people and speaking/acting against all that inhibits 
these promises; to not only perform acts of kindness 
but be generous in mercy (forgiving, causing no harm to 
anyone, being compassionate and caring, loving one  
 

 
another); and fulfill all the duties God asks of us through 
the Ten Commandments and of His other teachings.   

In studying scripture, we can attest that the ancients 
did in fact NOT faithfully follow God’s leadership.  Time 
after time after time God’s covenant people turned 
from Him and found themselves in deep, deep trouble 
with Him, with each other, and even with themselves!  
But this truth did not apply only to our ancient forbears.  
How about you and your walk with God?  Are you 
faithful in all things OR are you a little like the people to 
whom Micah was speaking who had fallen short in their 
faith?  Are you doing justice?  Are you loving kindness?  
Are you walking humbly with the Lord?  If you can 
answer in any way BUT an absolute YES, take heart you 
are not alone.  I confess to you that I (as clergy) 
sometimes slip in my faith and find myself in a similar 
position as our sisters and brothers of old. 

But do not give up, just because you may have 
slipped!!  We can be changed.  That is why Jesus the 
Christ, God in the flesh, came into the world.  By his 
death and resurrection and ascension, we are offered 
forgiveness when we slip and promised the Holy Spirit 
to personally accompany each and every one of us in 
our daily walk so that we might be encouraged to live 
the way God intends for us to live.   

But we cannot achieve this change in our lives by 
merely sitting back on our derrieres.  We have to make 
an effort by reading and studying scripture, being 
intentional in our prayer time and attending worship to 
be in fellowship in a special way with God and one 
another.  But, again, you don’t have to do this alone.  
There are many (including ME) who would love to share 
with you as we ALL journey toward a deeper 
relationship with God through Jesus the Christ. 

Read often Micah 6:8.  Memorize it if you wish.  
Meditate upon it daily.  Make it your mantra.  You might 
be surprised at what happens in your life and in the life 
of others!

Our non-pass-through expenses from June 1 
through June 28 included $6,551.35 pastor’s salary 
and benefits; $2,388.50 other salaries on June 14 
and 28; $411.94 routine maintenance and supplies; 
$397.65 computer and copier; $322 gas bill; 
$213.98 sandwich sign; $200 donation to PAC Food 
Pantry in lieu of teacher gifts; $182 music copyright 
license; $159.44 village utilities; $153 insurance; 
$127.50 conferences; $106.65 Sunday School 
supplies; $95.80 bulletins; $92 postage; $75.45 
phones; and $43.12 Bicentennial. 

 In the two most recent special offerings, $400 
was donated for tornado relief and $165 was given to 
the UCC’s Strengthen the Church fund. 
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What We Believe… from the UCC website, the 
following is a great synopsis of what we, in the United 
Church of Christ, believe.  We wish that you would take 
the time to read and ponder these points to achieve a 
better understanding of why and what we do in worship 
and beyond. 
We believe in the triune God: Creator, resurrected 
Christ, the sole Head of the church, and the Holy 
Spirit, who guides and brings about the creative 
and redemptive work of God in the world. 
We believe that each person is unique and 
valuable. It is the will of God that every person 
belong to a family of faith where they have a 
strong sense of being valued and loved. 
We believe that each person is on a spiritual 
journey and that each of us is at a different stage 
of that journey. 
We believe that the persistent search for God 
produces an authentic relationship with God, 
engendering love, strengthening faith, dissolving 
guilt, and giving life purpose and direction. 
We believe that all of the baptized 'belong body 
and soul to our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.' No 
matter who – no matter what – no matter where 
we are on life's journey – notwithstanding race, 
gender, sexual orientation, class or creed – we all 
belong to God and to one worldwide community of 
faith. All persons baptized – past, present and 
future – are connected to each other and to God 
through the sacrament of baptism. We baptize 
during worship when the community is present 
because baptism includes the community's 
promise of 'love, support and care' for the baptized 
– and we promise that we won't take it back – no 
matter where your journey leads you. 
We believe that all people of faith are invited to 
join Christ at Christ's table for the sacrament of 
Communion. Just as many grains of wheat are 
gathered to make one loaf of bread and many 
grapes are gathered to make one cup of wine, we, 
the many people of God, are made one in the body 
of Christ, the church. The breaking of bread and the 
pouring of wine reminds us of the costliness of 
Christ's sacrifice and the discipleship to which we 
are all called. In the breaking of bread, we 
remember and celebrate Christ's presence among 
us along with a 'cloud of witnesses' – our 
ancestors, family and friends who have gone 
before us. It is a great mystery; we claim it by faith. 
We believe the UCC is called to be a united and 
uniting church. "That they may all be one." (John 
17:21) "In essentials–unity, in nonessentials–
diversity, in all things–charity." These UCC mottos 
survive because they touch core values deep within 

us. The UCC has no rigid formulation of doctrine or 
attachment to creeds or structures. Its overarching 
creed is love. UCC pastors and teachers are known 
for their commitment to excellence in theological 
preparation, interpretation of the scripture and 
justice advocacy. Even so, love and unity in the 
midst of our diversity are our greatest assets. 
We believe that God calls us to be servants in the 
service of others and to be good stewards of the 
earth's resources. 'To believe is to care; to care is 
to do.' 
We believe that the UCC is called to be a 
prophetic church. As in the tradition of the 
prophets and apostles, God calls the church to 
speak truth to power, liberate the oppressed, care 
for the poor and comfort the afflicted.
