Research, science, and 
safety are always at the forefront of our 
conversations.  

 
In a related note, we greatly appreciate the input 
that we received from all of you that filled out the 
“return to church” survey. The information and 
data gathered from the 40 individuals that turned 
in a survey also played an integral role in the choice 
to remain in Step 1 of our process.  
 
We thank you all for hanging in there with us as we 
attempt to navigate these uncharted waters. Your 
continued support of the ministry at Arcade UCC is 
continuing to change lives, even as our church 
building continues to be closed. Your commitment 
to being the church outside of the building is 
making a lasting impact in this community and 
around the world. I will use this space next month 
to once again update you on the decisions that are 
being made surrounding the reopening of the 
building.

Financial News 
Our non-pass-through expenditures from 

June 24 to August 31 included $9,872.95 pastor’s 
salary and benefits; $3,853.11 staff salaries; 
$1,271.75 insurance; $680 village utilities; $361 gas 
bill; $300 Vacation Bible School; $273.48 phone 
bills; $270.78 copier leases; $200 lawn mowing; 
$162.69 Mother’s Day and Father’s Day gifts; 
$159.98 online service; $96 postage; $95 fire 
extinguisher annual service; $75 elevator 
inspection; $37.82 PayPal charges for online 
deposits; and $20.70 travel. 

The boiler that used to heat our church 
building was installed in 1969. Although it still 
worked, the Council and the Building and Grounds 
Committee felt it should be replaced, rather than 
waiting for it to die in the middle of winter. 
Thompson Heating in Java Center was here in 
August to install a smaller and more efficient 
boiler. Half of the $26,000-plus bill was paid from 
the Endowment Fund, and half was paid from the 
surplus money we’ve been able to set aside, thanks 
to the generosity of our members. 

Earlier this summer, the Endowment Fund 
paid for sealing the blacktop in our parking lot and 
replacing the porch floor and stairs on the west 
side of the church. 

The amplifier that provides the sound for 
our carillon computer and speakers stopped 
running earlier this summer. The Memorial Fund 
provided the $500 to purchase a new amplifier. We 

thank Skip Tillinghast and Ginger Comstock for 
their efforts to make this happen. 

A new technology center in the back corner 
of the sanctuary was created this summer by 
removing the unused coat rack area and creating a 
low wall to protect the equipment used during our 
worship services. Thanks to Bill Schaper for doing 
this work, and thanks to the anonymous donor 
who provided $439.30 for the materials. 

We’re grateful for the members of the 
Women’s Fellowship, who donated $900 from the 
proceeds of their garage sale held earlier this 
summer at the home of Jim and Sheila Vrenna. The 
group already had more than enough items on 
hand from the rummage sale that had to be 
cancelled in May, so they didn’t solicit additional 
items. If any other groups or individuals would like 
to hold another sale to benefit the church, that 
would be great, since we can’t hold a rummage 
sale in the church building for now.

Tentative Budget 
 Our 2019-2020 church fiscal year comes to a 
close at the end of September. If this were a normal 
year, the Church Council would call for the annual 
budget hearing to be held after worship on 
September 20 so we could all have an opportunity to 
discuss the tentative budget for 2020-2021. This, of 
course, hasn’t been a normal year, so we’re providing 
you with the tentative budget a few weeks early. The 
Council is also developing an alternative to our 
Annual Meeting, which would normally have taken 
place on October 25.  
 The tentative budget contains five columns of 
figures, as follows: first, the tentative number for 
next year; second, the change, if any, from the 2019-
20 budget; third, the 2019-20 budget, as adopted at 
the annual meeting last October; fourth, the year-to-
date expenditures as of August 27 and the income as 
of August 18; and fifth, the actual expenditures and 
income in 2018-19. Explanations have been inserted 
after several of the lines.  
 Please keep in mind these numbers are 
tentative. Although we can’t have a normal 
congregational budget hearing in the sanctuary, the 
Council still needs to hear your opinions and respond 
to your questions before we finalize the proposed 
budget at our next Council meeting on September 24. 
The best way to maintain physical distancing is to 
direct your questions and/or opinions to me via email 
at historyjeff@yahoo.com or 
historyjeff222@gmail.com.   
 If you don’t have email or would prefer to 
discuss the budget in person, I’ll be in the Great 
Room on Wednesday, September 9 between 1:00 
and 2:00, and Thursday, September 10 between 6:00 
and 7:00. Although the chairs in there are spaced 
several feet apart, please wear your mask the whole 
time you’re in the building. I will pass your questions 
and opinions along to the rest of the Council so they 
can be discussed at our meeting on the 24th.  
 If you haven’t received Pastor Bower’s 
stewardship letter yet, it should be arriving soon, 
along with a commitment card and return envelope, 
to be returned in time for Commitment Sunday on 
September 13. If you’d prefer to email your 
commitment, you can email our financial secretary, 
Amy Tillinghast, at amyslpccc@yahoo.com. Or, you 
can bring your commitment card (in the sealed 
envelope) to one of the in-person meetings, and I’ll

 If you’ve been donating to the church during 
this fiscal year, you’ll probably receive a statement of 
giving from Amy, as a reminder of your year-to-date 
generosity. If you’ve been using offering envelopes 
this year, perhaps you have some leftovers, since we 
haven’t worshipped in person since March 15. Feel 
free to ignore the dates on your leftovers, since your 
envelope number remains the same from year to 
year. If you want envelopes for 2020-21, you can 
indicate that on your commitment card, and we’ll see 
that you receive your envelopes before October 1.  
 As you can see from the year-to-date income 
numbers in the budget, we’ve had a good year, even 
though we haven’t worshipped in person for half of 
it. We can be very proud of that, and we know much 
of the credit for this success goes to our new pastor 
and the many people who have continued to provide 
us with meaningful worship services since March 22.  
 Please respond generously to the stewardship 
letter. Although our budgeted expenditures for next 
year show a decrease from the 2019-20 budget, we 
expect our actual expenditures will be higher than 
they’ve been this year. Also, the Fall Festival (by far 
our largest fundraiser) will not happen this fall, and 
we don’t know if or when Weight Watchers will 
resume the rental of Wetzel Hall.  
 For the members of our church family who 
prefer not to write checks or use cash, don’t forget 
you can now use the “Donate Online” page on our 
website at arcadeucc.com.
